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% Conclusion — the key findings

¢ Geographically dispersed, but nearly half reside in
Canada’s two largest urban areas

¢ Large proportion of foreign-born, with many arriving in the
1990s

¢ Younger age profile than the general population
¢ Higher proportion of university education

¢ Labour force characteristics similar to the general
population for men, while for women there are some gaps

¢ Immigrant men had higher employment and participation
rates than other immigrant men

¢ Average income increases with more years spent in
Canada
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
